President Miller 

requested Dan Pascale to chair the development of training programs for peer review participants.  It was 

suggested that all chiefs and assistance chiefs attend training to be prepared for peer review process.  

7. New Business: 

a. President Miller asked Pat Linfante from Seton Hall for an update on the shooting incident at Seton Hall.  

Incident reviewed with some important points for all to remember: 

i. Create alternate means of getting emergency communication out since Public Safety will be 

busy and the message must get out quickly so use someone not directly involved to input and 

send messages. 

ii. Regardless that the matter was resolved quickly, the delay in notifying community drew 

criticism. 

iii. Train the community to know what to do in the event of an emergency.   

b. Recommendation for Fred Salberg to be installed as life member to NJ CUPSA. Motion by Juan Garcia 

and second by Katie Grofik – Passed with no opposed 

c. Dominic Rota from NJ Office of Homeland Security was introduced.  He spoke briefly to introduce a 

means of reaching administrators of College and University Public Safety Units via a communication 

network to be established by OHS.  He has requested e-mail addresses and contact information to create 

a database in the event of an incident on any campus OHS can notify us quickly with accurate 

information.  He will provide numbers to the communication centers to facilitate this communication 

between departments.

Shooter drill on Ocean County College Campus. 
 

Report by Mike Klein Director of Legal Affairs for Colleges and Universities in New Jersey 

Legislative hearing held March 3, 2008.  Director Canyas for Homeland Security with Jane Oates the Executive 

Director for Higher education in New Jersey testified.  Presented a positive report on the best practices of New 

Jersey Colleges and Universities.  Additionally the report was complimentary to NJCUPSA and the 

participation of the organization in implementing best practices in New Jersey Colleges.   

One topic of inquiry was whether there should be standardized routines in responding to crisis on every 

campus.  The report reviewed the importance of emergency notifications and emphasized the need for 

redundancy in any system.  It also reviewed the importance of mental health intervention programs.   

Mike Klein advised that legislation is pending to require every door in schools to be locked from the inside to 

facilitate lockdowns with proposed reimbursement for costs from New Jersey. 

The ultimate results according to Klein from the hearing were that the colleges and universities will be 

left alone.  “They trust us to do the right thing.”  Next hearing will be in the Fall of 08. 

The greater focus should be on Mental health issues and training.  Homeland Security is paying for training 

coming this spring.  The mental health piece of best practices is the priority at this point. 

Mike Klein recommended public safety get their legislators on campus to see what you are doing.  Meet 

with your legislators.  He reminded us that all budgets are being cut and we must attempt to make our 

legislators realize the importance of funding the needs of colleges in improving response to critical incidents. 

Ken Mollette recommended that College Public Safety work more closely with local office of 

emergency management since that is where the funding starts and how it is distributed. He suggested Colleges 

and University personnel become part of the county OEM work groups so the counties know the needs of the 

colleges and regard them a part of the community.  President Miller reminded everyone it was a slow process to 

gain recognition but to keep working at it.  Ken promised to send out names of all OEM representatives by 

county. 

Dan Pascale recommended that if counties are not supporting colleges that the OEM groups be 

restructured to regard colleges and universities as independent municipalities.
